The new Centre is 
much larger than our current location and will allow us to provide more 
services such as separate as well as communal boarding and a retail 
outlet for all your pet related needs.

Feline AIDS is a leading cause of 
disease in cats. The disease affects the 
immune system of cats through a 
potentially fatal virus.  
 
Research suggests that nationally, 
somewhere between 14% and 29% of 
cats are infected. Infected cats may 
remain healthy for up to ten years as 
the virus lives in the blood and can be 
carried in the system for many years.  
 
Other infected cats may show 
symptoms earlier, including fever, loss 
of appetite and swollen glands. Cats in 
the more advanced stages of the 
disease are likely to be losing weight, 
have mouth sores, poor coat and 
chronic infections. Finally when the 
immune system becomes too weak to 
fight off the infections, the end is nigh. 
 
Feline AIDS is passed from one 
infected cat to another usually through 
bite wounds. Outdoor cats are at 
greatest risk of being involved in a fight 
with another cat and subsequently 
contracting the disease. Cats housed in 
cat enclosures or indoors are better 
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protected, particularly if any new cats 
are tested for the disease prior to 
joining the household.  
 
The good news is that a simple 
annual vaccination is the best way to 
protect your cat from the disease. As 
there is no cure for infected cats, 
prevention is the way to go.  
 
And there’s more good news - 
although Feline AIDS is related to HIV 
AIDS, no human has ever been 
reported as being infected with Feline 
AIDS.
